Legislation Passed This Session

New Training Requirement for incoming 

family child care providers & those caring 

for children more than 30 days per year: 

2 hours of early childhood        

development training within the first 

year. 

Providers may now use a mesh sided 

cribs for infants that has not been

identified as unsafe.

Classification of certain data as non-

public data for household members who 

are the subject of a disqualification   

related set-aside or variance and posting 

of that information.

Centers and family child care utilizing 

buses to transport children do not

need the car passenger restraint training. 

A source other than the family for  

payment the parent fee for parents  

utilizing child care assistance.

15% differential above the maximum

rate up to the providers actual rate if

provider holds a current early child-

hood development credential or is 

accredited.

Absent Days for subsidy program    

re-defined.

Legislation Passed This Session  

The following legislation was passed this 

legislative session.  The following language 

affects family child care licensing and those

providers who care for children utilizing 

subsidized child care. 

Special Family Day Care Home definition

located on a residential lot with contracts 

with community employers to provide child 

care services.  

Substitutes who work less than 30 hours 

in 12 months are not required to take first 

aid and CPR training.  

Video training viewed and approved by 

county licensing agency may be used to

satisfy the family child care training   

requirement for first aid and video training 

reviewed and approved by the county      

licensing agency satisfies the family child 

care training requirement for CPR. 

Training Requirement increased from 6 

hours per year to 8 hours per year.     

Definition of a primary caregiver as any 

person providing services for 30 days or 

more in a 12 month period.

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• A cardboard box from the grocery 

store will also work but not to store 

items in a damp basement.  

6. Determine if you want to store all 

items related to a topic in one place or 

keep videos by the VCR, DVD’s by the 

DVD player, etc.  

An example of a letter D collection might 

include the following items: 

• Arthur’s Sister, DW, doll 

• Dog puppets—Dalmatians 

• Stuffed animal dogs 

• The restaurant memory game “Dish it 

Up” 

• Books related to words beginning 

with letter “D” 

Hint:  Books can be stored in plastic 

bags to keep moisture from deteriorating 

the books.  Individual coloring sheets or 

activity sheets that you find successful 

may be stored in plastic sleeves used in 

three-ring notebooks. 

• Puzzles 

• Maybe a favorite painting project with 

dabbers instead of brushes 

• Tapes, CD’s and music 

• Videos such as 101 Dalmatians 

• Words such as ‘dash’  for physical    

activity 

You might have another box or bag with 

just Dinosaurs and bring that out during 

your study of the letter “D” week. 

7. Get together with other providers and 

share ideas.  If you are organized in this 

manner you can even exchange “tubs” 

with another provider or each of you   

create your own. 

In Scott County, providers interested in

making books to use with Dr. Jean’s 

CD’s get together for a fun work day.  

Other providers share they take a week-

end and go to a hotel or someone’s 

cabin for curriculum planning, relaxation,

sharing and socialization.. 

8.  If all else fails, go to an Early Learn-

ing Company such as Lakeshore and

buy their theme boxes. Providers can get 

their catalog or go to their stores in the

Twin Cities for ideas.  

By limiting the quantity of materials   

available at all times and offering variety 

in the types of activities, toys and

manipulatives for children to engage in 

because your teaching tools are    

organized, learning will always be fun 

and exciting in your family child care 

home.  You can invest your time to

organize what you already have  with a 

way to store your “work tools”  (toys, 

games, activities). The results  will be 

happy children who are learning   

language, life skills, social interactions, 

how to handle emotions and physical 

skills. You will impress parents with what 

you do with the children and have the 

personal satisfaction that you are truly 

making a difference in children’s lives.   
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Have you ever searched for a book that

you know you have but can’t find?  Do you 

get frustrated that the zoo animals are with 

the cows and pigs?  Do the children take

forever to pick up? 

Here are some “hints” from providers that 

may help you.

1. If it takes longer than 5 minutes to pick 

up toys, you, the provider, have too 

many toys available to the children. 

Scale down.  

2. Rotate toys and activities available to

children. By getting them out three or 

four months down the road they will be 

like “new” toys again. 

3. Organize your toys, activities, art,    

music, manipulatives by theme or in an 

order that makes sense to you.

Examples of themes could be  

• The Alphabet  

• All 26 Individual Letters

• Shapes 

• Numbers 

• Colors 

• Seasons of the Year 

• Holidays 

• Special Topics such as Sign Language, 

Spanish

•  Around a Book such as “The Hungry 

Caterpillar” 

Your imagination and how you work with 

your children and your curriculum will be 

the only limitations to this list!   

4. Determine where in your home you can

store items: Closets, a special room, under 

stairs. Your storage space may dictate 

your next choice, the storage container.  

5. Determine a way to store the items 

not currently being used in your child 

care setting.   

• Clear plastic totes can be labeled

and you can see the contents. 

Items that are used with many 

themes are most effective stored in 

this manner.  For example, play 

people can be used with block play, 

dramatic play with Little Tike’s and 

Fisher Price buildings, or with cars 

and trucks.

• Rubbermaid containers protect the 

contents from moisture but can get

heavy and bulky to 

store. 

• Sew a half yard or yard 

of material into a drawstring bag. 

Select fabric that relates to the  

contents of the bag so you can   

remember what you put into the

bag. For example, 

zoo animal fabric 

for the zoo theme.

If you allow toys or materials to be 

brought from home, here is a way to

control the quantity and size of items 

child care children choose to bring.   

Decorate a canvas tote bag with fabric 

paints. Put the child’s name on it.  The 

child can only bring items which fit in 

the bag. When at your home, the  toys

can be stored in the bag.
